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As we all know, the financial debacle that began 2008 had a very significant effect on 
AAUWs investment portfolio and our endowment. I am thrilled to tell you that with 
our careful investment strategy, and a lot of good luck, over the past two years, our 
investment income has recovered from the 2008 market loss by 95%. 

Of course, the uncertainty of the investment market can and will lead to volatility in 
the future. But we are in a positive environment right now and will continue to watch 
and readjust our portfolio as we see fit,  We have an investment committee that 
meets quarterly with our investment manager and review our portfolio.  These are 
professional brokers who work in the field and have volunteered time to AAUW  
Furthermore, we have increased the fellowships and awards this year. 
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The ballot and Voter Information Guide should reach you by early May. You will find 
your AAUW member ID and your personal identification number (or PIN) printed on 
the paper ballot. You will need both of these numbers when voting online, so keep 
your ballot until you have completed the voting process.The Voter Information Guide 
contains the proposed bylaws amendments and the Public Policy Program, and their 
rationales, as well as biographical profiles for all the candidates. All this information is 
also available online in the One Member, One Vote section of the AAUW website, and 
you can easily view it as you are voting online.

The Spring AAUW Outlook will arrive about the same time and will include candidate 
photos and short bios for each candidate.

Online voting at the AAUW website begins on May 1, and we encourage all member 
to consider voting online. 

If you choose to vote using the paper ballot, you may vote any time, but your ballot 
must be postmarked by May 31. DonΩt forget to add postage to your return envelope.

Online voting ends at 9 p.m. EDT. If you are attending the AAUW National Convention 
in Washington, D.C., you may vote online from the convention site.

Election results will be announced at the convention on June 18.
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
